THE INSTITUTE FOR SOCIAL AND ENVIRONMENTAL STUDIES (ISES),
FORMERLY THE GOVERNMENTAL RESEARCH CENTER AND THE CENTER FOR
REGIONAL STUDIES, WAS ORGANIZED TO PROVIDE INTERDISCIPLINARY
RESEARCH IN THE SOCIAL AND ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCES AS WELL AS TO
COLLECT, ANALYZE AND DISSEMINATE INFORMATION ON STATE AND LOCAL
