LAW ENFORCEMENT, RECREATION, COMMUNICATIONS, POWER, MOTOR VEHICLES,
MINERAL PRODUCTS, CONSTRUCTION, MANUFACTURING, AND TRADE SERVICES.
THE STATISTICS PROVIDED ARE TAKEN FROM THE MOST RECENT STATE AND
FEDERAL CENSUSES AND OTHER SPECIFIC ANNUAL REPORTS FROM STATE AND
